48 hours in advance. 

C. If you will be attending an overnight field trip (i.e. junior class trip, senior class trip, etc) 

then you will be required to complete the Volunteer Application. 

D. If you wish to be a volunteer Mini Bus driver you will be required to complete the 

Volunteer Application or the Bus Driver Application 

 

 We asked that you take a few moments to complete the attached volunteer application if C or D 

applies to you. 

 

The application is divided into two sections. Section A is more general in nature and may be 

given to the teachers for choosing class volunteers for overnight events. Section B requires 

specific and necessary information that will allow the school to provide a safe environment for 

our students.
